ferry trips

Catching a ferry to an island in Puget
Sound is one of the most popular excur-
sions for visitors to Seattle, and provides
great views of the city and—if you’re
lucky—wildlife such as whales. Some of the
most popular destinations are Bainbridge
Island, Vashon Island or one of the 457 San
Juan islands. You can also take a day—trip
to Canada by catching a ferry to Victoria,
British Columbia. Sailing times vary:
Washington State Ferries operates most of
the routes and provides maps, schedules
and the latest operating news on its web-
site. If you have less time and more money,
take a seaplane tour or charter a flight: sce-
nic tours start at $89. Details from
www.nwseaplanes.com. 

Open air: 
Mount Rainier
The active volcano Mount Rainier (pro-
nounced ruh-nee-ur) towers over Seattle,
standing over 14,000 feet high and is
capped with glaciers. Some intrepid INTA
attendees are climbing the mountain after
the Annual Meeting, but you can also go
hiking and camp in the park surrounding
the mountain. The one-day (10-hour) Gray
Line tour up to the Paradise Visitors’ Center
($62 plus tax) leaves at 8 am daily and is
recommended. See www.graylineseattle.com
for details.

Waterfalls: 
Snoqualmie Valley
www.snoqualmievalleytourism.com
David Lynch fans will not want to pass up the
opportunity to visit the 270-feet Snoqualmie
Falls, which featured in the opening sequence
of the TV series Twin Peaks and are less than
30 miles from downtown Seattle. You can also
visit hotels and cafes where scenes were
filmed. There are six towns in the valley, and
opportunities for hiking, biking and driving–so
plenty to do even for non-Twin Peaks fans. 

Theater: 
Fifth Avenue Theater

Built in 1926, the Fifth Avenue Theater is a
striking building and was formerly a vaude-
ville theater and movie palace. Since 1980, it
has hosted musicals. The award-winning
Broadway production of Grease is running
each evening (except Monday) until May 30
and there are also matinee performances this
Saturday, Sunday and Monday. Tickets from
$29 to $88. 
For an alternative theatrical experience, A
Contemporary Theater (ACT) at
Kreielsheimer Place, 700 Union Street is
showing Below the Belt, a farce featuring
Judd Hirsch, nightly from Friday. Tickets
$37.50.

Music: 
Seattle Symphony
Benaroya Hall

Benaroya Hall, opened in 1998, is home to
the Seattle Symphony and incorporates a
learning center called Soundbridge. The
orchestra are not playing this week but
tomorrow at 7.30pm Portland-based multi-
cultural band Pink Martini are performing
and on Friday at 8pm there is a Jazz in the
City program. On Sunday at 2pm, members
of the Seattle Symphony will play chamber
music by Mozart, Chopin, Hindemith and
Brahms. Ticket information is on the website.

Baseball: 
Seattle Mariners

Seattle’s baseball team plays at Safeco Field,
which opened in 1999 and has a fully
retractable roof. Fresh off three games
against the Boston Red Sox, today and
tomorrow the Mariners are playing the Los
Angeles Angels at 7.10 pm. Then on Friday
(7.10 pm), Saturday (7.10 pm) and Sunday (1.10
pm) they host the San Francisco Giants.
Tickets on the day range from $8 to $65.
One-hour tours of the park take place most
days and cost $9: check the website for
details.
